Key initiatives include door-to-door campaigns to boost enrollment, a school-aligned academic
calendar, and innovative “Learn Through Fun” methods using everyday items. The centre motivates
students through a star rating system, encourages peer learning, and involves parents with r
feedback sessions. It also promotes sustainability by using stainless steel plates for snacks, fostering
enwironmental responsibility among students.

specialiged surgeries, physiotherapy, and a cerebral palsy rehabilitation center. Year on Year
14,000+ Dialysis, 8900+ Cerebral Palsy Sessions, 750+ Cataract Surgeries are performed.

Since 1987, this initiative has supported underprivileged children aged 6-11 by [
providing sleeping kits that promote better rest—crucial for health and academic |
success. Sourced from rural cottage industries in Bhavani, Chennimalai, Tirupur, §
and nearby areas, the project not only helps children but also sustains local
livelihoods. Running over six months. We have distributed 135,650 Bedkits to date.
From procurement to packing and quality checks—the kits are distributed during a
three-week phase with the help of Canadian volunteers. The entire CAD $40
(approx. INR 2520) donation per kit goes towards the BEDKT.
